Suspect charged 
with attempted 
burglary of 
Reinbeck bar

REINBECK- A 28-year-old 
Reinbeck man has been arrested 
and charged with attempting to 
rob the 405 Lounge last Mon-
day. 

According to court records, 
Austin Ditty, who had worked 
at the establishment, admitted 
to county law enforcement offi-
cials that he used a pre-paid Visa 
card twice to gain entry into the 
locked bar and steal food and 
liquor. Surveillance video iden-
tified him as a suspect, and 405 
owner Jack Brandt, who stayed 
at the bar after it closed on the 
second occasion, apprehended 
Ditty.

Ditty is facing a Second 
Degree Attempted Burglary 
charge, a Class D felony, and he 
was released to pretrial services 
on March 13. An initial appear-
ance has been postponed from 
March 18 to March 25, and a 
trial date has not yet been set.

Supervisors 
open rock bids, 
discuss road 
priorities

GRUNDY CENTER- The 
Grundy County Board of Su-
pervisors opened three bids for 
rock resurfacing and considered 
scheduling for road projects 
during Monday morning’s reg-
ular meeting. 

Bruening Rock Products of 
Decorah submitted the low bid 
at $12.2499 per ton for a total 
cost of $94,936.73, and PCI of 
Reinbeck bid $13.85 per ton 
for a total cost of $107,326.88. 
Paul Niemann Construction of 
Sumner submitted the high bid 
at $14.67 per ton and a total 
cost of $113,692.50. The initial 
estimate pegged the cost of the 
project at around $116,000, and 
the board tabled action to allow 
County Engineer Gary Mauer to 
review the bids. 

Supervisor Jim Ross present-
ed a datasheet that included the 
annual budget for rock materi-
al as a percentage of the entire 
road department over the last 37 
years, noting that the figure has 
trended downward from a high 
point of 29 percent in fiscal year 
1985. In FY2018, rock made up 
just 17 percent of the budget, 
and Ross used the information 
to argue that the Grundy Road 
paving project along the eastern 
border of the county should be 
delayed to purchase more rock. 

“We really need to take care 
of what we’ve got,” he said. 
“I’m not saying abort (the proj-
ect), but delay it at the very 
least.” 

Ross, who represents the 
southwest corner of the coun-
ty, and Barb Smith, who rep-
resents Grundy Center, have 
been fierce critics of the pro-
posal, which Ross calls “a road 
to nowhere.” Board Chairman 
Mark Schildroth of Reinbeck 
and fellow Supervisor Chuck 
Bakker of Dike, however, have 
supported paving a five-mile 
stretch (which is currently grav-
el) from county road D-35 north 
to Highway 20, and the approx-
imately $8 million cost will be 
split evenly with Black Hawk 
County.

With the closures, the county 

warned the public to minimize 
travel on gravel roads, particu-

larly with large vehicles. Many 
roads were flooded out, and as 
the water started to recede, deep 
mud and ruts up to eight inches 

deep made travel on these roads 
less than favorable. Mauer says 
the warning against traveling on 
gravel has diminished as condi-
tions improve.

After getting to work late 
last week, Mauer says his crew 
will be working throughout this 
week to add rocks and blade the 
roads back into shape, so they 
can get them opened up as soon 
as possible.

“This was definitely worse, 
and a lot earlier in the season, 
than we’ve seen in the past,” 
Mauer said. “But, we haven’t 
had any major issues or any 
bridges out, so we’re pretty 
lucky there.”

GRUNDY CENTER - In 
an effort to get public input on 
the DOT-suggested three-lane 
conversion in Grundy Center, 
the city council and DOT have 
scheduled an informational 
public meeting to be held next 
month.

Community members are 
invited to come to City Hall 
on Monday, April 15 at 5 p.m., 
where the city council will be 
joined by representatives from 
the DOT and INRCOG, who 
will give a presentation on the 
details of the suggested conver-
sion, and hold a Q&A session 
where community members can 
voice their thoughts on the proj-
ect.

The conversation on the 
possibility of a three-lane con-
version was sparked earlier this 
year, when the city received the 
results of a TEAP (Traffic En-
gineering Assistance Program) 
Study the DOT completed late 
last year. The study results not-

ed that speed was a concern 
on G Ave., and suggested that 
a three lane conversion would 
slow down traffic and improve 
safety of drivers and pedestri-
ans.

During their Monday night 
meeting, the Grundy Center 
City Council listened to a pre-
sentation by Codie Leseman - a 
transportation planner with IN-
RCOG.

In his presentation, Leseman 
discussed the pros and cons of a 
three-lane conversion in Grun-
dy Center.

“The main benefit of [a 
three-lane conversion] is safe-
ty,” Leseman said. “Data shows 
that three-lane roads have lower 
crash rates, especially rear end 
and sideswipe crashes, than 
four-lane roads. If you road is 
narrower and tighter, people 
tend to go slower, and it reduc-
es risky behavior like racing, or 
unexpected turns.”

Leseman added that a three-
lane road is also safer for pedes-
trians and shoppers.

“With a three lane, it’s saf-
er for pedestrians because they 
have fewer lanes to cross, and 
traffic is traveling at a lower 
speed,” he said. “It could also 
improve your downtown shop-
ping area because it will give 
people parking there more space 
and a buffer zone from the traf-
fic.”

Drawbacks, Leseman said, 
would be getting stuck behind a 
slow vehicle and not being able 
to pass it.

As far as how the conver-
sion might affect emergency 
responders, Leseman says that 
ideally, emergency vehicles 
would be able to travel past oth-
er vehicles by using the middle 
turning lane to go around them.

Leseman added that the DOT 
will be able to answer more 
questions and specific questions 
about a three-lane conversion 
during the meeting next month.

So far, the council agreed 
that they are undecided as to 
whether or not they are in sup-
port of the conversion.

“I think a lot of it will depend 
on public input,” said Mayor Al 
Kiewiet. “We need to get some 
feedback from what people 
think about this.”

Council member Dave Stefl 
said that he has had a number 
of community members tell 
him that they are not in support 
of the conversion, and that he 
believes it is very important to 
have the public meeting, and 
give citizens a place to voice 
their opinions.

The public informational 
meeting will be held on Mon-
day, April 15 at 5 p.m. at City 
Hall. Members of the commu-
nity are invited to attend and 
voice their input.

GC-DNH Ac Dec team claims second place

NEW HARTFORD - In an 
attempt to move things forward 
with the ongoing discussion of 
water rights at the site of the 
proposed new housing devel-
opment in town, the New Hart-
ford city council has decided to 
pursue the option of purchasing 
bulk water from the Iowa Rural 
Utilities Association (IRUA) to 
distribute at the new addition.

Detailed in a story in last 
week’s Parkersburg Eclipse, the 
city of New Hartford recently 
annexed a plot of land into city 
limits, which would be used by 
a private developer who plans 
to build a new housing develop-
ment. Recently, though, the city 
found out that a private utilities 
corporation - the Iowa Rural 
Utilities Association - had come 
forward to claim that they own 
water rights to the land, mean-
ing the city cannot run water 
utilities out to the new addition 
and that water would need to be 
provided by the IRUA.

This poses an issue for the 
city, by locking them out of re-
ceiving any revenue for water 

services at the new addition.
After looking at a number of 

different options and approach-
es during a special workshop 
meeting last week, the city has 
decided to pursue the option of 
purchasing bulk water from the 
IRUA to distribute at the new 
addition.

“The council decided that 
this was the most feasible op-
tion, and the best route for ev-
eryone,” said City Clerk Shaw-
na Hagen, adding that nothing 
is set in stone yet, and that the 
IRUA would still need to agree 
to this proposal.

If the IRUA does agree to 
allow the city to purchase bulk 
water from them to distribute 
to the addition, there would be 
costs to the city, just as there 
would be costs if the city were 
to be the sole provider of water 
to the addition.

To bring a water distribu-
tion system up to the property 
line, add hydrants, valves and 
meters, the cost would be over 
$400,000, according to a report 
from City Engineer Jon Bieder-
man.

By purchasing bulk water 

from the IRUA to distribute at 
the addition, the city will still 
be able to make revenue off of 
water services, though the city 
would need to mark up IRUA’s 
bulk rate.

The city would also provide 
sewer utilities at the addition, 
which would cost an estimated 
$400,000, bringing the total cost 
to around $800,000 for the city 
to bring water and sewer to the 
addition.

Hagen says the city plans to 
propose the option of purchas-
ing bulk water to IRUA repre-
sentatives, and that they hope to 
come to an agreement with the 
company soon.

“We do think this is the best 
route, and our best option for 
getting some revenue for the 
city,” she said. “We hope to keep 
the ball rolling on this project 
and keep moving forward.”

Annoyed by the winter or 

loving every inch of it - take 
your pick.  I personally love 
a snowy winter. Hunting and 
snowmobiling are a few things 
I personally enjoy.  Seeing the 
pheasants, turkeys, deer, and 
many other animals struggle is 
hard for me to see.  They are 
our next year’s crop of game 
that I will love to pursue come 
this spring and fall.  I think they 
may be in luck with the snow 
beginning to melt and temps 
warming.  Spring seems to be 
getting closer.  

With spring comes a few of 
my favorite activities - mush-
room and turkey hunting.  Many 
may think that with our thick 
blanket of snow draped across 
our landscape we will not have 
to worry about those tiny nasty 
arachnids - TICKS.  Probably 
my least favorite creature that 
takes up residence here in the 
state of Iowa.  Measuring at just 

a few millimeters, ticks rank 
high on the fear factor for me 
and my coworkers.  

As we snuggle under a layer 
of blankets to keep warm during 
these last few frigid months, the 
ticks have been buried under a 
deep layer of insulation (snow) 
most of the winter.  As the snow 
melts and the land warms these 
nasty arachnids reemerge.  A 
lack of feeding all winter causes 
them to look for a warm blood-
ed host to latch onto for a meal.  
To be honest, writing this article 
is making my skin crawl. 

Many of you are aware of 
Lyme disease which is transmit-
ted by the Deer Tick bite, and 
can cause severe or fatal dam-
age to humans.  Massachusetts 
in 1990 had just a few hundred 
cases of Lyme; in 2013 there 
were 4080 confirmed cases and 
1585 probable cases.  Often dis-
puted by the medical field, I be-
lieve Lyme to be a real threat to 
everyone.  Not just to outdoors-
man and women, but everyone.  
People are finding more and

CONRAD- The BCLUW 
board of education approved 
its staff master contract with a 
1.5 percent raise in base pay for 
certified staff, support staff and 
administration and set a prelimi-
nary calendar for the 2019-2020 
school year during its regular 
meeting on Monday evening. 

According to Superintendent 
Ben Petty, none of the teach-
ers will get a raise of less than 
$650 in annual salary, and while 
he acknowledged that the 1.5 
percent figure sounded low, he 
added that it’s a product of the 
current environment in Iowa.  

“We’re not talking about a 
raise that’s probably worthy of 
the folks that we have, but with 
the times and the SSA (Supple-
mental State Aid) where it’s at 
the last one to two years, that’s 
what we’ve had,” he said. 

After some discussion, the 
board voted 4-1 to set the calen-
dar for the upcoming year with a 
shortened winter break. Classes 
will dismiss at 1:30 on Decem-
ber 20 and resume on January 2 
with a 10:30 late start. The last 
day of classes will be May 27, 
two days after Memorial Day. 
Board member LJ Kopsa was 
the lone dissenter in his vote, 
and Mary Beth Neff and Lynne 

Kock were absent. 
“No one I talk to wants to 

go past Memorial Day,” Kopsa 
said. “I’m not trying to be a jerk. 
It’s just a principle thing.” 

The board later approved 
a plan to share a social work-
er with GMG and East Mar-
shall beginning next year, and 
Petty noted that the expansion 
of operational incentives and 
the successful partnership be-
tween Grundy Center, Dike-
New Hartford, AGWSR and 
Aplington-Parkersburg to the 
north could serve as a blueprint 
for other small districts. Social 
workers can conduct home vis-
its and mental health assess-
ments. 

Sara Sharp Acker, a BCLUW 
alum, sent the board a letter ask-
ing to name the softball field af-
ter legendary coach Dave Lee, 
who led the Comets to two state 
championships and five state 
tournament berths, but no ac-
tion was taken. Board members 
asked whether it made sense 
to name a field after someone 
who’s still living, how much 
the community would support 
it and if it would encourage a 
“proliferation” of naming. 

The concession stand at the 
softball field is named after the 
late Lynn Zern, and the baseball 
field in Beaman is named after 

Byron Rhodes (who is still liv-
ing). The high school fitness 
center is named after the late Jill 
Fiscus. 

Joe Kaupaun attended the 
meeting to provide an update on 
the leaking cupola at the high 
school gym, and Mike Hayes 
showed off LED lights that he 
put in a classroom to see if they 
could be used elsewhere. 

Julie Miller of the Central 
Rivers AEA spoke to the board 
about the services the organiza-
tion provides, and PE teachers 
Jodi DeBoer and Kyle Fank 
gave the curriculum report. 

A public hearing on the bud-
get will be held on Wednesday, 
April 10 at 7:00 a.m.

Agreement on a teacher salary schedule for 1969-1970 was 

reached on Thursday of last week when the Grundy Center Educa-
tion Association voted 31 to 23 to accept the salary proposal offered 
by the Grundy Center Board of Education at their regular meeting 
on March 10. The schedule revision for 1969-1970 represents a 
9.8% increase over the 1968-1969 salary payments. 

The largest road construction budget in Grundy county history 
- more than $1.2 million in federal, state and local funds — will be 
spent on six paving and blacktop projects here this year. But that 
is not all. Several thousands of dollars in additional funds will be 
spent during 1969 on other projects involving both state and county 
roads. The biggest single construction project will be the widening 
and paving of 5.9 miles of Highway 214 in Shiloh and Melrose 
Townships from Highway 175 north to the Rock Island tracks in 
Wellsburg. The total cost of the paving will come to $785,000.

75 Years Ago This Week - 1944
The new hemp mill at Grundy Center was formally accepted 

yesterday from the contractor, A. R. Coffeen. Acceptance was au-
thorized by the War Hemp Industry, Chicago, who contracted for 
the erection of the buildings and the equipment. A resident engi-
neer will remain here a few weeks to supervise some changes in 
machinery and safety devices. These, changes are expected to be 
completed within two weeks, after which the mill will be ready to 
go into continuous operation. While a two line equipment has been 
installed here, but one line will be in operation during the first few 
weeks. The crew that will be trained for their jobs In advance of 
the opening will, after a few weeks, be able to Instruct others to 
take over the second line. Within a month the mill will probably be 
operating at full capacity.

In July 1938 a cod-
icil was made to the original will which disinherited the son Albert 
and his children. Grounds for starting action against the will was 
that John Rohwer was of unsound mind when the codicil was made 
and that he was unduly influenced. Basis of settlement approved by 
the court gives the two grandchildren $7,000 in cash. Mrs. Amelia 
Rohwer, Howard’s mother, has been appointed his guardian.

Sweeney from the Iowa Senate
Week nine in the Iowa Senate included some of the first major 

debate of this year. Just this week, we passed over 30 bills out of 
the Senate chamber.

One of the bills the Senate passed this week was Senate File 
274, protecting the freedom of speech on college campuses in Iowa. 
This bill, which passed the Senate 35-11, provides commonsense, 
proactive protections and safeguards for belief-based student orga-
nizations in Iowa. This was an important bill to pass as a number 
of universities not just in our state but across the country have been 
stifling free speech and the discussion of differing ideas on their 
campuses.

We also passed a bill aimed at improving the knowledge of Iowa 
students on U.S. government and history. Senate File 209 requires 
school districts and accredited nonpublic schools to offer all stu-
dents in grades 9-12 opportunities to take the latest available U.S. 
citizenship and immigration services naturalization civics test. The 
goal of this bill is to provide high school students with knowledge 
of our nation’s government and political processes and help in-
crease civic engagement. 

According to the National Assessment of Educational Progress, 
only 24 percent of U.S. high school students are proficient in civics, 
and studies by the Annenberg Foundation show a third of U.S. cit-
izens can’t name even one branch of our federal government. The 
bill passed the Senate 43-3.

 The Senate passed Senate File 536 on Wednesday, which took 
out a restriction in the Iowa code that limited the operation of tele-
pharmacies in rural Iowa. Current law set a ten-mile radius restric-
tion for granting a special or limited-use pharmacy license to a pro-
posed tele-pharmacy site. This bill provides more options for rural 
healthcare services, increases access to pharmacies in our rural 
communities, and ensures rural Iowans have access to medications 
and prescriptions they need. It passed the Senate 48-0.

CONRAD- After four years 
at the helm of the BCLUW 
boys’ basketball program, 
Coach Luke Higgins recently 
announced his resignation in a 
letter to the district’s board of 
education.

Higgins, a BCLUW alum, 
compiled a record of 18-68 
(.209) during his tenure and 
served as an assistant coach for 
three years prior to taking the 
head job. 

“It has been my passion for 
those seven years to help shape 
and mold the future of the 
young men in our community. 
Unfortunately, my passion is 
being pulled hard between our 
kids and the young men I work 
with,” he wrote in his letter. “As 
my children grow, I feel like 
they need me to be a big part of 
their lives.” 

Later in the letter, Higgins 

referred to “alleged allegations 
made against me toward the 
end of the 2018-2019 season” 
and reiterated that they played 
no part in his decision to step 
down. 

“This has been rumored as 
the reason I am resigning, and 
that is not the case,” he wrote. 
“It has been investigated and 
findings showed no wrong do-
ing (sic) by me, and the problem 
was resolved without incident.” 

Superintendent Ben Petty 
declined to elaborate on the al-
legations, describing them as 
a personnel matter and adding 
only that they involved a dis-
agreement between Higgins and 
one of his players. 

The board voted unanimous-
ly to accept the resignation on 
Monday evening, and a replace-
ment has not yet been named. 
Higgins could not be immedi-
ately reached for comment.

Grothoff and Jahr are step-
ping in as new head coaches for 
girls and boys track and field at 
BCLUW after the Penicks’ re-
tirement at the end of last sea-
son.

“That’s kind of our motto 
this year, too,” Jahr said, “We’ll 
continue the high level of ex-
pectations for our track and field 
teams.”

Grothoff is moving up in the 
coaching ranks, a middle school 
girls coach in the BCLUW sys-
tem for the last four years. He’s 
been in close discussion with the 
Penicks in the past as athletes 
transition from middle school to 
high school. The current group 
of BCLUW athletes competed 
under Grothoff’s coaching at 
the middle school for at least 
one year.

The shuttle hurdle team of 
Kierstin Kruse, Payton Pe-
karek, Lizzie Garber and Olivia 
Hughes all return with aspira-
tions of doing more at the state 
meet this season. The group fin-
ished 23-hundredths of a second 
out of a spot in the state finals 
last spring. Garber also had a

close call with making the 100 
hurdles finals as a freshman, 
missing the qualifying time by 
0.15 seconds.

“It’s a good group to be 
around,” Grothoff said. “We’ve 
got very few seniors but a lot of 
girls that have leadership capa-
bilities. Some of these girls fell 
short of their goals last year but 
I think as a team, we’ll put up 
some points this year across the 
board.”

Les Penick approached 
Jahr last season about taking 
up the mantle this spring. As 
BCLUW’s throwers coach in 
recent seasons and the current 
football coach, Jahr has enjoyed 
the opportunity to not only work 
with a lot of familiar faces from 
the football team, but also those 
on the cross country team that 
he doesn’t cross paths with as 
often.

Jack Garber returns after 
winning four state medals last 
spring, but is still chasing his 
primary goal – a state title in the 
110-meter high hurdles.

Four of the Comets’ five 

medals came in short-distance 
events last season – 110 highs, 
shuttle hurdle, sprint medley, 
4x100 – but the most returning 
experience will be in some of 
the longer distance races, in-
cluding state cross country med-
alist Caleb Silver, who helped 
lead the Comets to the state 
meet in Fort Dodge as a team. 
Jahr also shouted out Neifer 
Ralston as an athlete looking to 
step up this season.

“We were definitely a sprint-
heavy team last year and our 
strengths have shifted to the 
middle distance,” Jahr said. 
“We’ve been able to get a little 
bit done outside, but the kids are 
working so hard no matter what. 
… We’ve got a lot of seniors and 
quite a few sophomores that are 
starting to come into their own.”

BCLUW’s girls team is 
scheduled to start the outdoor 
season at a home Early Bird 
meet on Monday, March 25 in 
Conrad. The boys’ early bird 
comes three days later on Thurs-
day, March 28 in Conrad.

AGWSR’s 
Banzhaf retires 
after 33 years as 
head coach

ACKLEY - Russ Banzhaf 

amassed 423 career wins as a 
basketball head coach but says 
it has been a team effort.

Banzhaf noted his success 
was a combination of dedicated 
players and assistant coaches 
along with a supporting school 
and communities.

“I have been blessed with 
all the support over the years,” 
said Banzhaf, who recently an-
nounced his retirement from 
coaching. 

“The continuity of the assis-
tant coaches and players willing 
to put the time in the during 
off-season. And the support of 
the communities and the school 
administration. Our fans have 
done a good job of filling the 
gym, even when we go on the 
road, and the administration has 
always backed me and the pro-
gram.”

Banzhaf registered a record 
of 423 wins against 310 losses 
as head coach for first the Ack-
ley-Geneva Raiders and then 
the AGWSR Cougars when 
Ackley-Geneva and Wells-
burg-Steamboat Rock com-
bined.

His 33-year head coaching 
career began in 1986 after serv-
ing as an assistant coach at A-G 
for five seasons.

“It has been a very positive 
experience. I have had some 
good days and some bad days 
which is expected in coaching, 
but the good days far outweigh 
the bad ones,” smiled Banzhaf.

Brad Hames, an assistant to 
Banzhaf for the past 24-years, 
said his footprint at Ackley 
would be remembered. “The 
thing that sticks out to me is get-
ting 423 wins all at one school. 
He didn’t chase the talent and 
he had his opportunities, but he 
won here in Ackley.”

He added, “Russ is one of 
the most organized guys I have 

been around and was ready for 
any situation. He always had a 
game plan. He was very respect-
ed around the league.”

Like Banzhaf, Hames is 
hanging up the whistle and re-
tiring from coaching basketball.

Banzhaf led teams finished 
with more wins than losses 19 
times, were crowned conference 
champions six times, league 
runners-up four times and twice 
were state tournament qualifi-
ers. AGWSR was the state run-
ner-up in 2001 and placed third 
in 2005.

Banzhaf experienced both 
the thrill of victory and agony of 
defeat. His teams posted 20-plus 
wins five times in a six-season 
span in the early 2000s, while 
also coaching a 1-19 campaign 
back in his early days at A-G.

Ryley Schipper, a current as-
sistant coach and former player 
for Banzhaf, has learned to find 
the positive in things. “Russ 
does a great job of looking for 
the positives and building on 
those instead of harping on the 
negatives. He wants the team 
to build on what they did well. 
I like that he also lets his assis-
tants have an input.

“As a player, he could be 
hard, but he just wanted every-
one to get better. The goal was 
to be playing your best basket-
ball at the end of the season,” 
said Schipper.

Schipper was a member of 
the third-placing 2005 state 
tourney team and a senior on the 
2006 team that was top-ranked 
much of the season and finished 
24-1, losing to a good St. Ed-
mond team in a substate contest.

“That St. Edmond game was 
one of the toughest losses I re-
member. We had a very good 
senior class and to finish one 
game from state was tough after 
placing third the season before,” 
said Banzhaf.

Two of many, many fond 
memories listed by Banzhaf 
were the win to advance to state 
in 2001 and the 2014-15 sea-
son. Evan Willms sank a buzz-
er-beating three-point goal to 
beat South Hamilton, 58-55 at 
the Marshalltown Roundhouse 
in the substate final, and the 
underdog ‘14-15 team reaching 

substate.
“The play to beat South 

Hamilton was Adam (Viet) the 
number one option and if he was 
double-teamed, to go to Evan, 
and it ran just like we drew it up. 
The 2015 season I felt was one 
of our best coaching years. We 
started the post-season tourna-
ment the fifth-seed and reached 
the substate,” he said.

Banzhaf had no real system, 
but instead adapted to the team’s 
personnel, except for defense.

“As a coaching staff we just 
adapted to what we felt were the 
team’s strengths that season. We 
liked to play up-tempo, but not 
every team could do that. We 
did stress defense and 50 was 
the number. If we could hold 
teams to give or take 50 points 
we should be in position to 
win,” Banzhaf stressed.

Pressed to name the best 
player to go through A-G and 
AGWSR-Nation in his three-de-
cades, Banzhaf stated Adam 
Viet. Viet, who later played 
at the University of Northern 
Iowa, scored 2,100 points (from 
1999-‘00 to 2003) and was a 
three-time first-team all-state 
cager.

“Adam was a very consis-
tent player. You knew what you 
were going to get from him ev-
ery night out. And he was so 
clutch; you needed a big play 
or shot, and he was there,” said 
Banzhaf.

Viet was one of five first-
team all-staters that played for 
Banzhaf along with younger 
brother Corey Viet (two-time 
first-team) and Josh Meyer, 
Cody Eichmeier and Jory Mc-
Dowell. Nathan Karsjens was 
second-team, and son Matt 
Banzhaf and Josh Bagley were 
third-teamers.

“We have had some very 
good basketball players go 
through the program. On top of 
that we have had a lot of good 
student-athletes go through the 
program,” he added.

Banzhaf said year-round bas-
ketball and the three-point arc 
have changed the game. “When 
I started we played basketball 
from November to February and 
now you have to have a summer 
program and be dedicated to the 
weight room to be competitive. 
And the three-point shot is a 
game changer. Leads are not as 
safe now and the kids love the 
shot.”

Banzhaf noted he didn’t 
want to retire and leave the 
cupboard bare. “I have debated 
retiring and just felt it was the 
right time. Next season’s team 
returns a good nucleus and a 
good place for the next coach to 
start.”
